Assignments for Creating Effective Electronic Presentations Using PowerPoint
Please bring headphones to classes 2- 5.
Class One – Create a PowerPoint presentation about yourself. It should contain but not limited to the following:

· Your name

· Birth date (year is optional)

· City of your birth

· Mother and Father’s name

· Current Employer

· Your current job with the employer’s name

· Grade or subject you teach

· Building in which you are located

· A goal or goals for this school year

· Reason why you became a teacher

· A unpleasant part of your profession

· A rewarding part of your profession

Use a design included with PowerPoint. You may vary the text and background colors. Font size and style is your choice. Include at least five (5) slides. Incorporate a transition between your slides. Add at least two (2) animations (entrance and/or exit). Special draw objects are optional.
Class Two – Create a PowerPoint presentation teaching or reviewing something with your class. You may wish to incorporate a worksheet with answers appearing using exit animation. Sound effect, animation, and a different color for your answers would be great!
Class Three – Create a PowerPoint presentation sharing a hobby. Include at least three (3) pictures, more would be great! Add at least two links to the internet with information about your hobby. Animations, sound effects, and slide transitions would enhance your presentation. Adding sound with Audacity would be fantastic!
Class Four – Create a PowerPoint presentation that teaches something while running as an automatic slide show. Incorporate graphics and/or pictures, music, and a narration running through the entire presentation. (I’ll supply the headsets for your narration if you cannot borrow a set from your media center or tech department)
Class Five – Create a PowerPoint game presentation (such as Jeopardy) to use as a review with your students. You may use my example template or live dangerously and create your own! If your choose Jeopardy, create at least a 4 X 4 grid of categories and questions. Add whatever effects you like.  The sky is the limit!
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
