Creating a Jeopardy Review Game

1.
Open the file “Begin Jeopardy”


2.
Right click the slide background and choose “background” to change the color to something other than white. You probably want to apply this color to all slides while in the color menu.

3.
Add more slides by using CTRL + M.


4.
From the Draw tools, choose “autoshapes”, then “basic shapes” to choose a tile shape you wish to use on your Jeopardy board. The second slide will be the main board of your game. I chose the “bevel” tile that looks like a picture frame. 


5.
Adjust the size of your tile. Double click the tile and from the second tab across the top of the menu choose size. 


6.
For a 5 X 5 tile grid, the tiles must have a height of 1.1” and a width of 2.0”.

7.
Place that tile on the left bottom of the current slide.


8.
Click on that tile so it has handles and press CTRL D to duplicate the tile.


9.
By using the arrow keys (NOT THE MOUSE) move the new tile above the original tile.


10.
With the second tile placed at the correct position, you should be able to press CTRL D three more times to create a column of five tiles on the left side of your board.  The space at the top of the board is for your title and categories used with the main board.


11.
Multiple select each of your tiles by clicking on one tile, then while holding the shift key, click on the other tiles so they all have handles. Using the draw tools menu, choose “Group” to group the column of tiles as one object.


12.
Click on the first column and now duplicate it across the slide to have a grid of 5 X5 tiles!


13.
You may wish to highlight all five columns and then group the entire grid together.


14.
Using the draw tools put a textbox on top of the left top tile and type the point value for that tile.

15.
I suggest you duplicate that textbox and put a copy on top of all the other tiles.


16.
Go back and edit the point values on the other text boxes.

17.
At this point, the odd numbered slides will have question and the even numbered slides will have the answers.  The slides will be paired such as 3 and 4, 5 and 6, 7 and 8, etc.


18.
The first column of slides on your board will end with slides 11 and 12. See the table below. The Bold slide numbers are the question slides and the italic slide numbers are the answer slides.  Slide one is the title slide with the Jeopardy sound and slide two holds the main board.

At this point you may wish to put text boxes on your slides and type your questions on the question slides and the answers on the answer slides. See the next step before you proceed.

20.
In order to return to the main board after the answer slide is displayed, you may wish to use a graphic in which to click to return to the main board.


21.
To use an “Action Button”, pull down the Slide Show menu and Choose Action button. Many people use the picture of a home but you may use anything. When you draw the button on your slide, a menu will appear. At this point, the action setting menu should say hyperlink to and you choose a place to go from the pull down menu below that command. When you choose slide, and click on different slide numbers, you will see a thumbnail of that slide in the window.  Pick the main board on slide 2.

22.
After you position the button on you first answer slide, simply copy it to the clipboard, then paste it to every answer slide in your game!


23.
When all your question and answer slides are completed, remember when you are running the slide show and playing the game, as you click on the question slide, you will automatically go to the next slide which contains the correct answer! You only need to have something on the answer slide to return to the main board.  Now it is time to have the tiles on the main board take you to the correct question slide.

24.
When you wish to make a tile go to a specific question slide, just drag your mouse over the text in the text box to set a hyperlink to go to a specific question slide!


25.
After you drag across your text on  a tile and it is highlighted, just right click the text and choose “Hyperlink” from the menu. 


26.
On the left side of this menu, click “place in this document”.


27.
In the window click on the slide you wish to go to.  A thumbnail will show a picture of your intended slide! Pick OK.


28. 
You may wish to add sound effects to any of your answer slides. You could do this by adding a transition to that slide and adding a sound effect!


29. 
Make sure you save your PowerPoint presentation to your flash drive or computer hard drive. When you run your slide show, the point value text will change color after you click on it.  This allows every one to know what questions were already asked. When you reload the game, all the hyperlinks will be back to their normal color, ready for a new game.

30.
Sometimes, the color of text before the hyperlink was initiated, or the color after the hyperlink was made, is not acceptable. Check the next section on how to change the hyperlink accent before or after the link was made. 

To Change the color of hyperlinks:


1.
On the Format menu, click Slide Design.


2.
In the task pane, near the bottom of the pane, click Color Schemes, and then click Edit Color Schemes.


3.
Click the Custom tab.


4.
Under Scheme colors, click Accent and hyperlink or Accent and followed hyperlink, and then click Change Color.


5.
Do one of the following: 

· Click the Standard tab to select from the Standard color palette. Click the color you want, and then click OK.

· Click the Custom tab to mix your own color. Click to select a color, and then click OK.


6.
Click Apply.

Don’t forget to add textboxes for you category names and the game title above the tiles on your board.
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
